On the way to Walpole, visit William Bay National Park with
its turquoise green waters, giant granite boulders and white
sandy beaches. Enjoy a swim or snorkel at Greens Pool

or Elephant Rocks. Watch for whales on their epic annual
migration right along this coast from June to October.

Short side trips from the highway and from Walpole showcase
majestic forests, imposing granite peaks, winding rivers,
tranquil inlets and the sandy beaches and coastal cliffs that
face the Southern Ocean.

« Gaze at distant peaks across the Walpole Wilderness from
the Mount Frankland Wilderness Lookout or from the
summit of Mount Frankland.

- Walk among 400-year-old giant tingle trees in the famous
Valley of the Giants, either high up on the Tree Top Walk or at
ground level in the Ancient Empire.

« See huge karri trees and forest artworks that present
different perspectives of forest and wilderness at Swarbrick.

- Take a leisurely drive around Knoll Drive for views of the
picturesque Walpole and Nornalup Inlets Marine Park.

« Watch the pounding surf from lookouts and boardwalks and
walk down onto pristine beaches at Conspicuous Cliff and
Mandalay Beach.
